
· The 2012 Park City Film Music Festival will be held in Park City, Utah, May 25 through June 3 at two venues: the Egyptian Theatre and The Prospector in Park City.
· The Park City Film Music Festival is an independent film festival, presenting film music competition for both independent and studio-sponsored films—a performance showcase for composers with seminars for composers, musicians, songwriters and groups. 
· This is the first film festival in the United States singularly recognizing the contribution of composers and their music to film.
· Tickets are on sale now through the PCFMF website: www.pcfmf.com. Ticket prices are: Regular admission per screening-$10, $5 for Summit County residents- $5, Students w/ ID $5, Short Film Group-$5-$10, Full day pass-$30, 15-punch pass-$100 regular, $50 for Summit County residents, Full Festival Pass-$295, VIP Festival Pass (films, receptions, events)-$350.
· Major components of the Festival are the film music competition; film screenings of competition finalists; seminars and workshops in film scoring and the industry; as well as social events for composers, directors, music supervisors, producers, sponsors, and other industry professionals.
· Emmy-Award winning film composer/arranger Hummie Mann will present a 2-day, 3-session seminar on May 26 and 27 (registration online at www.pcfmf.com). $50 per session or $125 for all three.
· Special concert performances include Zee Avi, May 26, right after the film “Transatlantic Coffee” at the Egyptian Theatre and the Utah Pipe Band, June 2, before the screening of the documentary "On the Day." 
· Films in the competition are screened from DVD and BluRay and submitted through Withoutabox.com, the world’s largest film submission service. Some of the feature film trailers can be viewed on YouTube:  http://www.youtube.com/ParkCityFilmFestival
· Awards for the Best Impact of Music in Film Competition are given in the categories of Best Use of Music in Full-Length Narrative Feature Film, Best Use of Music in Documentary Film, and Best Use of Music in Short Film, Best Music Documentary, Best Performance/Experimental Music Film. 
· Film composer/orchestrator/arranger Conrad Pope will be presented the 2012 Distinguished Artist Award. Pope was most recently praised for his score for the film “My Week with Marilyn.”
